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Klärung von Andrenaforsterella, mit Hinweisen zu den
anderen Arten der Andrena labialis-Gruppe

(Hymenoptera, Apoidea, Andrenidae)

A b s t r a c t : Andrenaforsterella WARNCKE 1967 is a nomen nudum, since it was in-
troduced without sufficient description. In this context the minimal requirements of the
International Code of Zoological Nomenclature for a description of a new species are
discussed. Andrena forsterella, however, was later unintentionally described by
OSYTSHNJUK, and its correct name is therefore Andrena forsterella OSYTSHNJUK 1978.
Here it is described in detail for the first time, and a lectotype is designated.
A. forsterella is found in southeastern Europe and Caucasus countries, a distribution map
is given. A. forsterella was believed to be bivoltine, but its putative first generation is
actually a separate species (A. wilhelmi SCHUBERTH 1995). Thus A. forsterella is univol-
tine and flies from June to August. It belongs to the monophyletic A. labialis group (=
subgenus Holandrena, partim), which is characterized in this work. It is not clear, how-
ever, whether A. labiatula belongs to the A. labialis group. A. schencki and A. ispida do
not belong to this species group, the first might be related to it, the latter belongs to the
subgenus Leimelissa. Notes on the morphology and distribution of A. valeriana are
given. A. fonscolombii is not a synonym of A. forsterella, but its identity is not yet clear.
A key with remarks on morphology, phenology and distribution is given for the
following species: A. decipiens, A. fimbriata, A. forsterella, A. labialis, A. labiatula,
A. variabilis, A. wilhelmi.
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Einleitung

In seiner umfangreichen Arbeit (WARNCKE 1967a), in der er viele alte Artnamen klärt
und eine Liste der paläarktischen Arten und Unterarten der Gattung Andrena vorstellt,
nennt WARNCKE auch eine Andrena forsterella. Den neuen Artnamen führt er auf den
Seiten 205/206 als spec. nov. in einem Abschnitt ein, in dem er erwähnt, daß
A. fimbriata von verschiedenen Autoren falsch gedeutet wurde und älteres Synonym
zu A. forsten WARNCKE 1965 ist. WARNCKE (1967a) erwähnt zwar einige Merkmale,
gibt jedoch keine den heutigen Maßstäben entsprechende Beschreibung.
